In order to be a member of the board, a person must be a member of the clinic and agree to stand for election.  In addition, any member of the clinic wishing to stand for election to the board must complete a Board Candidate Application Form (attached).
The Board is responsible for the conduct of the business of the clinic.  Along with the staff and the membership, the Board:

a) establishes the operating policy of the clinic;

b) maintains clinic continuity and identity in the community;

c) negotiates finances and clinic issues with the funding sources;

d) monitors expenditures;

e) represents the clinic and develops informed support;

f) reviews programs and engages in long-range planning.

Routinely, Board business is conducted at monthly Board meetings and monthly or twice monthly Committee meetings.  Board members are encouraged to set aside time for special meetings or other activities on behalf of the Clinic.

Nominations will be permitted from the floor at the Annual General Meeting (date to be announced).
